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Abstract:

This project describes the system analysis, design and development of TRACE, a system for tracking the training and enrollment information of the Illinois Department of Public Health Training & Resource Center (TRC). The development of the system followed the System Development Life Cycle (SDLC) and was supplemented by the use of prototypes. Each phase of the SDLC, planning, analysis, design, implementation, testing, and documentation and support, is documented in this paper along with a demonstration of the final system. The system was created and implemented in order to reengineer and automate a number of the critical functions performed at the TRC. The system consists of four databases, a graphical user interface created in Microsoft Visual Basic and a database driven Web page. The primary purpose of the system is to track training information so that reports can be produced for the TRC management and the employees of the Department of Public Health who participate in the training. The possible future direction of the system is addressed in the conclusion of this paper.
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
